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The American Policy towards France according to the
outcome of the German crisis 1948-1949
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Abstract

The primary goal of the American policy during the period of
negotiation between 1948-1949 with Soviet Union regarding
Germany’s future was to consolidate the American position
regarding Western Germany and to make it a Western
community. But as the United States and the Soviet Union
policies went in different directions, the United States realised
that its main interests in Western Europe were inextricably linked
to the revival of Germany. Therefore, the United States sought to
join France to carry out its objectives regarding the reconstruction

of Germany into three western zones under its leader.
